About The Organization 

Habitat for Humanity is a 38 year old association present in most provinces across Canada.  The goal 

of Habitat for Humanity is to provide access to safe, decent and affordable homeownership to families 

in need.  Across Canada and abroad, over 3 million people have benefited from this program.  An 

integral way in which Habitat can achieve this goal is through the ReStore Program.  A Canadian 

initiative, ReStore is celebrating its 24th year in Canada.  Currently there are over 80 ReStores across 

Canada. 

ReStore Mississauga, which opened in March 2012, is a retail store that accepts donations and resells 

quality new and used building and home renovation materials and home décor items.  The ReStore 

funds generated, support Habitat for Humanity Mississauga to build more homes in our community. 

ReStores divert more than 20,000 tons of waste from landfills every year.
